Demonstration on Java Client

Karen Shiles demonstrated the new java client in SIRSI.  Highlights of new features include the ability to copy and paste on glossaries, change headers and footers on receipts, set up label printing in cataloging, and use special characters.  Karen will share the release notes upon request.  A new release, GL3.0, is scheduled for August.  Karen will send out equipment requirements for the new release.
Meeting to be held for libraries interested in LOGIN

Denise will convene a meeting on May 12 at the Franklin Township Free Public Library.  Two representatives will attend from Washington Township and two from Pitman.  No one will attend from Wenonah or Paulsboro.  Denise left a message at Salem Free Public Library but hasn’t heard whether anyone will attend.  Ellen obtained quotes to share with libraries interested in joining LOGIN.  She also checked with GCC technical staff and the current server will accommodate the additional load.  
Reciprocal borrowing

Bob prepared and distributed reports for LOGIN Reciprocal Loans for January, February, and March.  He also distributed LOGIN Reciprocal Borrowing, LOGIN Reciprocal Circulation By Owning Library, Total LOGIN Reciprocal Loans Including Direct Loans and Holds from June to December 2004.  Around 50,000 items were circulated through LOGIN in the first seven months.
