LOGIN DIRECTORS MEETING

May 31, 2005

President Denise Saia called the meeting to order at 10:04 at the Deptford Public Library.  

The minutes of the last meeting were reviewed.  Marie motioned that they be accepted and Bob seconded it.  

Jane presented the treasurer’s report for Ellen.  We have $136,209 in our account with $2,163 encumbered for the telecommunication bill.  GCIT has put in the voucher for payment, which will complete this year’s assessments.  The Ibistro bill for $10,000 is expected in July and later this year we expect the SIRSI bill for $50,000.  Bob motioned to accept the report and Marge seconded it.

OLD BUSINESS

Libraries interested in LOGIN

Bob reported on the meeting held on May 12th at the Franklin Township Free Public Library.  Paulsboro, Wenonah, Pitman, and Washington Township all sent representatives.  Monroe and Salem did not attend.  Ellen gave them approximate costs for joining the consortium.  It would be a $5000 flat fee per site, plus the cost of conversion, which would vary on the size of the collection, and $6-10,000 shared cost of a project manager.  Since the meeting, Washington Township decided not to participate due to the initial costs.  Paulsboro, Wenonah, and Pitman are undecided.

NEW BUSINESS

Host Site Agreement/ LOGIN Fees

Jane reported that Ellen met with the new vice-president of Gloucester County College.  He asked questions about the fees for SIRSI.  Ellen explained to him that the fees were fair based on size, budget, and activity.  Ellen asked him about the Host Site Agreement.  

A fact sheet of LOGIN fees was distributed.  Jane explained that it was prepared and accompanied the Host Site Agreement letter.

System Issues

Sue Mounier said that at the SRG meeting members were unaware that they could renew other libraries’ patron cards.  Denise will send a memo to all participants regarding renewals and accepting fines.

Bob reported that GCLS had been asked to participate in the new county store at Deptford Mall.  Bob’s assistant, Pat Havey, will work there 3 hours per month.  The store will not be open on Sundays.  He offered to distribute brochures for other libraries if the material is sent to him.

Denise asked about some patron cards that renewed for 2009.  She will send the records to Bob.

Bob reported that the catalog meetings are continuing.  Most agreed they were helpful.

Marie reported that Laurie from Woodbury Public Library trained West Deptford staff on reports.  Bob said that Karen and Ralph would attend training for SIRSI reports.

Bob said that the voice system for first notice of overdues is available for any library that is interested.  Joan Oliver asked how it would work for Salem Community College since most of their calls would be long distance.  Bob will look into it.  At the county library, the system at Mullica Hill interfaces with the server at Gloucester County College.

Marge reported that at the recent SRG meeting, Karen Shiles gave out procedures to put as missing material that was in-transit for an extended period of time.

Marge asked if the SRG meeting minutes could be available for the LOGIN directors meetings.  Denise will ask Kathy to provide them in time for the meeting.

Bob asked if the policies could be sent to the directors for distribution.  Denise will do that.

Marie said the problem with Jersey Cat had been resolved.  She also reported that the county prosecutor’s office was investigating someone making bogus checks on the library’s computer printers at West Deptford.
