LOGIN Directors Meeting April 13, 2007

Minutes

In attendance: Pat Woodruff, Anne Wodnick, Karen Shiles, Jane Crocker, Matthew DiBella, Bob Wetherall, Sue Mounier, Marie McDonald, Jean Wipf, Denise Saia, Gwen Carotenuto, Marge Dombrosky.

President Marie McDonald called the meeting to order 10:03 am.

Secretary’s Report

     The minutes were reviewed. Jane noted one correction to be made under Treasurer’s Report: should be “Gloucester County College Library (not GCIT) was mistakenly included in line #7990 but that will be corrected next time.” Motion made to accept Secretary’s Report with correction by Ann, seconded by Marge. All approved.

Treasurer’s Report

     Jane distributed a LOGIN Budget Report showing a balance of $149,003.28. Jane reported that all libraries have paid their dues. The IBM invoice ($14,139) was paid. Summer invoices to be paid include the licenses, approximately $64,225.00. Motion made to accept Treasurer’s Report by Bob, seconded by Ann. All approved.

OLD BUSINESS

DEDUPING – Bob reported that we will not utilize a third party – more reasonable to use Sirsi. Karen Shiles will address this issue in more detail under New Business.

PUBLIC RELATIONS COMMITTEE – Jane reported that students at Gloucester County College and GCIT are working on the publicity for the Comcast advertisement. Unfortunately, the Gloucester County College students will not continue on the project. To date, there is no script for the ad but a Comcast representative offered Jane a free ad for LOGIN. Jane contacted Marie to do an interview. Marie discussed LOGIN and the ad will be on the air on Comcast’s Newsmakers station the month of May. 

The public relations committee met with John Mondelli (GCIT) to discuss ideas. Mr. Mondelli is working on a variety of concepts and will make arrangements to take photos at one of the LOGIN libraries.

Jane discussed a possible project at Gloucester County College Library that is similar to One Book NJ – called One Book Gloucester County. LOGIN libraries expressed an interest in the project that will include coordinated activities for the first year and a selected book the second year.

Jane distributed updated LOGIN members’ information. Directors need to make any corrections. Jane noted that Wenonah Library needs to be added to the LOGIN website. Work is in progress on the LOGIN letterhead.

LOGIN STATISTICS – Bob distributed the LOGIN Accomplishments for 2004-2006. After minor revisions, the information will be emailed to LOGIN directors and Jane will send to the State Library and NJLA to be included in newsletters.

Bob reported that he spoke to members of the Margaret Heggan Library Board regarding information on LOGIN. Bob asked if Marie could write a letter to the board members addressing LOGIN, their accomplishments, stats, etc. Included will be the revised statistical information. Jean will work with Marie on the letter.

PORTABLE READER – Karen Shiles has worked on the reader. Gloucester County College Library will do their inventory this summer using the reader.

NEW BUSINESS

DEDUPING AND AUTHORITY CONTROL – Karen distributed the proposal from SirsiDynix regarding deduping, authority processing, and the quarterly subscription rate. Karen will work with LOGIN catalogers on the MARC records so duplication is kept to a minimum. No downtime during this process, however, there will be no cataloging for approximately three weeks. About $32,000.00 for entire project. Motion to proceed with authority control and deduping by hiring SirsiDynix by Marge. All approved. 

Karen discussed ROME – Sirsi’s new product that will replace Unicorn. Similar to Workflows – considered to be more an upgrade. First release by fourth quarter of this year – migration spring 2008.

SRG MEETING – Discussion on some LOGIN libraries, especially Deptford, utilizing the user profile of public. Karen will send each library a report listing those patrons in the public user profile along with instructions on correcting this. Karen and Ralph went through reports and functions at the last SRG meeting and Karen feels a particular topic discussion at the next SRG meeting might be useful.

CATALOGING MEETING – The ROME product was discussed as well as deduping, authority control, and reports.

SYSTEM ISSUES – Karen will contact Franklin Township Library regarding the removal of patrons not using their cards in the past three years.

Validation date on Gloucester County College Library cards was discussed.

Denise asked what other libraries charge for replacement cards (Franklin charges $3.00 – Gloucester County Library System charges $1.00 – Gloucester County College Library charges $5.00).

Karen will revise the holds pickup location.

Next LOGIN meeting will be Friday, June 29 at the Swedesboro branch – coffee at 9:30, meeting at 10:00.

Motion made to adjourn at 11:41 by Marge, seconded by Sue.
