LOGIN – SRG Meeting

Review of Old Business:

The minutes of the 7/15/2004 SRG meeting were reviewed and approved.

Ellen mentioned that the power cutover went smoothly. She reminded the group that the system will be down during the morning of Friday, August 20, 2004 until about 10:30 am to apply a patch.


Ralph noted that LOGIN is still not listed on JerseyCat. The State Library needs to make configuration changes to add the consortium as a search source. Also, the global recirculation option was changed as decided in the last meeting. The recirculation override will discharge items, cancel any fines, and then charge the item to the current patron. Finally, e-mailing a “kept” items list in iBistro seems to be working everywhere except when emailed to a GCC email address. Ralph will continue to investigate.


According to Kathy, the LOGIN logo will be completed by the end of August.


The Cataloging Committee met on Thursday, July 29, 2004 at the GCLS Mullica Hill Branch. Bob reviewed the committee minutes. The group’s next meeting will be in October.

Overdue Notices:


Karen pointed out that the charging library’s return address is being printed on the GCLS self-mailers. After some discussion, Ellen and Bob suggested that all overdue notices should be generated based on the charging library. Franklin and Woodbury generate their own notices. GCLS prints notices for its members. Kathy creates notices for the rest of the LOGIN libraries.

2003.1 Upgrade:


A release notes document describing the new features in 2003.1 is available from Sirsi. Karen described several new features. The system now has a suspend holds option, a patron duplication check (that needs to be activated by a system administrator on each PC), and validation of ISBNs and ISSNs.

Transit  Holds:


Each site should review procedures for sending and receiving transits holds. Anne described a problem she was having at Logan with certain transit holds not checking in while using the In-transit Check-in wizard. All sites need to “trap holds” before sending. If holds are properly trapped before sending, the receiving library can check the materials in through either a regular check-in or in-transit check-in. If holds are not trapped before sending, the receiving library must trap the holds.


There was discussion about transit holds versus ILLs between LOGIN libraries. The group agreed that holds should always be placed for materials that are obtainable in the LOGIN catalog even if item is currently not available (checked out). ILLs should be used for materials not listed in the LOGIN catalog. Library staff should use their judgment in unusual situations. Also, LOGIN libraries should not request items from other LOGIN libraries via JerseyCat.

On-shelf Holds List

Items on the on-shelf holds list that are missing should be marked “missing” immediately.

There was a discussion of the difference between item level and copy level holds. Deleting a hold on an item will not necessarily bump that hold request to another copy of the title. Care should be taken when deleting holds so that patron holds requests are not lost.

Libraries wishing to limit holds on particular collections of materials should discuss this need with Kathy or Karen. Many libraries are restricting holds on their new book, DVD and video collections to their own patrons.


There is a problem with new book holds at West Deptford. This needs to be checked. 

Phone Chain


Cheryl suggested a phone chain to help spread news about Sirsi problems. A phone chain will be formed for non-GCLS libraries. GCLS will call each member library and branch about problems.

Cataloging New Items


Newly cataloged items that have not been put in the stacks can be marked “In Process” in Sirsi.

Wenonah


Ellen mentioned that Wenonah is considering joining LOGIN.
