New Business

· Should we except checks from patrons from other libraries. Yes – this way their account is up to date so they can check items out. (Make a note for the accounting department to keep records correct) Send the check to the receiving library.
· Patrons using the LOGIN website from home to place a hold – the item show as “Not Available” – This means that the item is not ready for them. The message that displays is misleading. Can this message be changed? Ralph Bingham believes it can be.
· Is there a procedure to check in an item as damaged so that it shows on the patron’s record?
· In the Java Client – Gerri from West Deptford stated that she could not add an item while in the Title Maintenance on the Cataloging Toolbar
· West Deptford – They are having trouble with their WDL2WKVID circ rule. Kathy will make the change.  
· Checking out items to another library’s patron – If you have to use OVERRIDE the system automatically defaults to the generic policy of 2WEEK $.10 per day fine. Karen demonstrated this for us. 

· Can we override other libraries policies when checking out items? This is a policy issue for the Directors meeting.
